- Public parking downtown is $1 an hour.

- Know your license plate! Helpful Tip: snap a photo
of your license plate with your phone.

- Parking receipt does not need to be on your dash.
- You can pay at any kiosk.

- Use the free 20-minute curbsize pick-up zones
for your convenience and quick stops into
businesses.

- Park for free after 5pm and on weekends at City
and County lots. *For more free parking locations
see map.

- There are privately operated surface lots with
different pricing and hours of operation - please
check sighage when parking.
